Clawson Honda of Fresno (“Clawson”) is writing to inform you of a recent incident that may impact the privacy of some of
your personal information. While we are unaware of any attempted or actual misuse of your information, we are providing
you with information about the incident, our response, and steps you may take to protect against any misuse of your
information, should you feel it necessary to do so.

What Happened? On February 27, 2025, Clawson became aware of suspicious network activity. Clawson immediately
launched an investigation to confirm the full nature and scope of the activity. The investigation determined that certain files
in Clawson’s network environment may have been accessed or copied without authorization between February 27, 2025 and
February 28, 2025. Clawson thereafter undertook a thorough, time intensive review of the potentially impacted records to
determine what information was potentially impacted, to whom the information related, and to identify contact information
for purposes of providing notifications. That review recently concluded.

What Information Was Involved? The following personal information about you may have been present in the impacted
files: your name and [Extra2]. Although we have no evidence to indicate any information was subject to actual or attempted
misuse, Clawson is providing this notice to all impacted individuals out of an abundance of caution.

What We Are Doing. We take this incident and the security of your information seriously. This letter provides resources to
assist you in protecting your personal information.

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Monitor Your Accounts

Under U.S. law, a consumer is entitled to one free credit report annually from each of the three major credit reporting
bureaus, Equifax, Experian, and TransUnion. To order a free credit report, visit www.annualcreditreport.com or call, toll-
free, 1-877-322-8228. Consumers may also directly contact the three major credit reporting bureaus listed below to request
a free copy of their credit report.

Consumers have the right to place an initial or extended “fraud alert” on a credit file at no cost. An initial fraud alert is a 1-
year alert that is placed on a consumer’s credit file. Upon seeing a fraud alert display on a consumer’s credit file, a business
is required to take steps to verify the consumer’s identity before extending new credit. If consumers are the victim of identity
theft, they are entitled to an extended fraud alert, which is a fraud alert lasting seven years. Should consumers wish to place
a fraud alert, please contact any of the three major credit reporting bureaus listed below.

As an alternative to a fraud alert, consumers have the right to place a “credit freeze” on a credit report, which will prohibit
a credit bureau from releasing information in the credit report without the consumer’s express authorization. The credit
freeze is designed to prevent credit, loans, and services from being approved in a consumer’s name without consent.
However, consumers should be aware that using a credit freeze to take control over who gets access to the personal and
financial information in their credit report may delay, interfere with, or prohibit the timely approval of any subsequent
request or application they make regarding a new loan, credit, mortgage, or any other account involving the extension of
credit.

A copy of either the police report, investigative report, or complaint to a law enforcement agency concerning
identity theft if they are a victim of identity theft.
